Requirements: 

Work experience that shows progression and responsibility. 
- Candidates must have at least three years post-qualification experience, although Cranfield 

students often have much more. Experience can be from any industry, including the public 

service, charitable organizations or the arts. 

Evidence that you can study rigorous academic subjects. 

- Bachelors Degree that is equivalent to a 1
st
 or 2

nd
 class UK Honours Degree. 

Although Cranfield actively encourages applicants from all backgrounds, an accountancy or 

engineering professional qualification (due to the rigor of these particular qualifications) would be 

considered in place of a traditional degree. 

A good entry test score – both verbal and quantitative. 

- Cranfield welcomes candidates with scores over 600 on the Graduate Management Admissions 

Test (www.mba.com). The average score for MBA students is 670. 

- Cranfield also offers its own admissions tests as an alternative to GMAT, for candidates who are 

able to come to Cranfield for an interview. You will find sample test questions on the website to 

help you prepare - http://www.som.cranfield.ac.uk/som/mba/quiz/home.htm 

A good standard of English 
- The participative nature of the program demands a high oral ability and written work needs a 

strong business vocabulary. If English is not your first language, you must take one of the 

following language tests: 

o Test of English as a Foreign Language (www.toefl.com) ï a minimum score of 250 

(computer test), 100 (internet test) or 600 (paper test) is required 

o International English Language Testing System exam (www.ielts.org) ï an overall result
